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ABSTRACT. A list of Cassidinae sensu stricto recorded from the French Guyana is

given. Out of 143 listed species, 23 (16.1 %) are known only from this country.

Charidotella circumnotata (BOH.), Charidotella puella (BOH.), Charidotis cincticulus

(BOH.), Imatidium rufomarginatum BOH., Orexita wagneri (BOH.), Plagiometriona

subprasina (SP.), Rhoia clavareaui SP., Spaethiella costipennis (BOH.), Spaethiella

surinamensis (SP.), and Stolas decemguttata (STURM) are new to the French Guyana.

Five species are excluded from the French Guyana fauna, because their records were

based probably on misidentifications or mislabelled specimens. Despite the small area,

Cassidinae fauna of the French Guyana seems, in comparison with several other South

American countries, rich in species and quite well known.

INTRODUCTION

Tortoise beetles are a distinct group within Chrysomelidae. The group was

traditionally classified as subfamily Cassidinae but recently under the subfamily

name all cryptosome leaf-beetles have been grouped, both traditional hispine and

cassidine groups (BOROWIEC 1995, STAINES 2002). Cassidinae sensu stricto (HINCKS

1952, SEENO and WILCOX 1982), popularly called “tortoise beetles”, are wide

spread over the world but with the greatest diversity in tropical and subtropical

regions. To date approximately 2850 species have been described, more than

58% from the New World (BOROWIEC 1999, 2000, BOROWIEC and ŒWIÊTOJAÑSKA
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2002). Neotropical Cassidinae are poorly known, most data are spread in numer-

ous taxonomical and faunistic papers. Complete faunistic lists, with recent mate-

rials, were published only for Ecuador (BOROWIEC 1998) and Trinidad and Tobago

(CHABOO and BOROWIEC 2003), a list but with no detailed faunistic data was

compiled also for Panama (WINDSOR et al. 1992).

In this paper we summarize all data on distribution of Cassidinae in the French

Guyana, based on both published and unpublished materials. The great part of the new

faunistic data is based on recent materials collected by French collectors.

MATERIAL AND METHODS

We examined specimens from the following collections, with abbreviations

Material from the most of European museums was published recently by

BOROWIEC (1996, 2002) and in this paper is not cited in detail.

When compiling literature data we added to the French Guyana the list of only

these records which referred to the exact locality or geographical region in the

country. In old catalogues and papers many species were recorded generally from

“Guyana”, and it is difficult to place these records in a particular part of the region

now divided into three different countries: French Guyana, Guyana (former

British Guyana), and Surinam (former Dutch Guyana).

Species are listed alphabetically. Nomenclature uses the latest catalogues

(BOROWIEC 1999, 2000, BOROWIEC and ŒWIÊTOJAÑSKA 2002).

DISCUSSION

We recorded 143 species from the French Guyana, including 10 new to the

country: Charidotella circumnotata (BOH.), Charidotella puella (BOH.), Charidotis

cincticulus (BOH.), Imatidium rufomarginatum BOH., Orexita wagneri (BOH.),

Plagiometriona subprasina (SP.), Rhoia clavareaui SP., Spaethiella costipennis

(BOH.), Spaethiella surinamensis (SP.), and Stolas decemguttata (STURM). One

species, Calliaspis cerdai BOR. was described earlier as new to science (BOROWIEC

2003); 23 species (16.1%) are known only from the French Guyana but probably

only a few are real endemics. Five species recorded earlier from the French

Guyana we removed from the list, because their records were based probably on

mislabelled materials. Despite the small size of the country, only 83 992 km2

(BARRET et al. 2002), and rather uniform geographical diversity, the number of

recorded species is high. From the adjoining and larger Surinam, 163 000 km2, not

more than 55 species have been recorded, from Guyana, 214 900 km2, not more

than 40 species. From Venezuela, the largest and most diverse of closest countries

except Brazil, 882 000 km2, approximately 110 species have been recorded

hitherto. Only 8 Neotropical countries have more diverse Cassidinae fauna than

the French Guyana: Brazil (c. 845 species), Peru (c. 285), Bolivia (c. 255),

Colombia (c. 235), Ecuador (c. 220), Argentina (c. 175), and Paraguay (c. 175).

However, these countries are many times larger and more diverse in habitats than

the French Guyana, especially mountain regions in most of these countries are

conducive to evolution of local endemics. Quite small number of recorded new

species for the country (less than 8%) suggested that the Cassidinae fauna of the

French Guyana is well known, but after comparing this list of species with the lists

from the closest countries (Guyana, Surinam, N Brazil) we can expect at least 20

species in the fauna of the French Guyana.
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
